Helena Geiger
Textile Artist

Helena Geiger was born in Waterloo, Inner Sydney into
an Indigenous culture from her mother’s side who is
Gumbaynggirr from the New South Wales

Mid-North Coast. Helena is a contemporary

textile artist, specialising in Batik and Shibori
hand-dyed textiles, and has exhibited her artwork

“What I love about the Batik process is that every step
informs the next. It develops and changes direction
with every colour and layer of wax that is applied”.

Each Batik textile produced, is unique, cannot be
duplicated and is a perfect medium to capture

traditionally used in Batik textiles, mimic the
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essence of colours occurring in nature. Helena's
expressive artistic character gives a voice to her
understanding of the diverse Australian landscape.

the meaningful partnership between Helena and
Miilliken, culminating in an authentic interpretation
of her textile designs into a commercial floor
covering collection, that includes six distinctive
designs in six natural colour palettes.
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Helena works full-time from her studio in
the tranquil setting of the New South Wales
South Coast.

The Sandhills Collection is a memoir of Helena's
journey throughout Central Australia. Her designs
evoke the diverse and dynamic landscape created

from her recollections of the intertwined layers of
natural formations and colours. These designs are

a representation of the heartbeat of the natural
Australian landscape - the land, hills, and rocky chasms,

as well as waterways, bushlands, and rainforests.

Helena’s memories and experiences inspire her
work in Batik and Shibori, an evolving art practice
deeply rooted in ancient techniques, successful

in building layers of detail and texture.




Sandhills

Sandhills is the embodiment of Helena Geiger's
symbiotic relationship to her surroundings and is
an immersion of her experience and connection

in the natural world and artistic expression.

Evoking the landscape of the Australian desert,
Sandbhills translates the movement of undulating hill
and ravines, ancient rocky chasms and desert sand
through texture and depth. These ethereal forms
reflect the harmonious connection of the landscape,
which flows endlessly back and forth celebrating the
mystical experience and its ever-changing elements.

These panoramic landscapes are embedded with
trees, tufts of grass and spinifex which are transcribed
by Helena through an intricate network of dots

across the design. Sandhill's layered patterns and
crackle effects are an authentic representation

of the original Batik textile, which commemorate

and celebrate the depth and diversity of the

landscape through which Helena travelled.

Its organic and earthy patterns create a bold
floorscape into interior spaces blending the line
between our natural and built environments.
Sandhills sits boldly in a space, unexpected
and dramatic, honouring both the raw and

delicate beauty of our desert landscapes.

Bush Seed

Bush Seed celebrates the ever-changing
movement of the landscape as it interacts with
the seasons. This design is a concentration

of irregular and random fine dot patterns,
captured from the Sandhills design, unveiling
the reflection of organic and free flowing
pathways that appear in the landscape.

Multidimensional and delightfully unexpected
in its arrangement, Bush Seed represents a
combination of speckled impressions made

by water droplets, the markings made as
animals dance across hot desert sand, and
seedpods scattered over the earth.

The asymmetrical circles reflect the subtle
imagery of footprints created in the natural
landscape and mimic the organic and
morphing forms created when canting wax on
Batik textiles. Like the expanses of the desert
landscape, Bush Seed provides the ground
plane to anchor a variety of interior design
elements whilst remaining mysterious and
captivating through its detailed arrangement.
